Two Joys 
 
Every action of the son of 
Adam is multiplied. A 
good action receives 
from ten to seven hun-
dred times. Allah Al-
mighty said: Except for 
fasting, for it exclusively 
for Me and only I can 
repay it. He leaves his 
appetites and food for My 
sake. The fasting person 
experiences two joys: a 
joy when he breaks his 
fast and a joy when he 
meets his Lord. The odor 
in the mouth of the fast-
ing person is more fra-
grant to Allah than the 
scent of musk.-Bukhārī, 
Muslim. The joy of break-
ing fast after a long day 
of hunger is certainly 
something to look for-
ward to.  However, ‘the 
joy of breaking fast’ in 
this hadith also refers to 
concluding the month of 
fasting with Eid, an occa-
sion of joy and happiness 
for Muslims across the 
world. 
 
 

Why is Eid an occasion 
of happiness?  
The joy of Eid is based 
on feeling of gratitude to 
the Almighty for allowing 
us to perform one of the 
greatest acts of worships.   
It is a happiness that 
arises out of the realiza-
tion that He, out of His 
sheer mercy and grace, 
opened up the doors of 
Tawfīq ( divine assis-
tance in matters of good) 
by which we engaged in 
acts of devotion, and the 
strength to exert our en-
ergies entirely to the wor-
ship of the Lord of the 
Heavens and the Earths.  
We were imbued with the 
spirit of worship, and 
strove the entire month to 
become perfect slaves.  
We distanced ourselves 
from every act that would 
displease our Master, 
dismissing the very no-
t i on  o f  d i sobed i -
ence,  from every act that 
would displease our  
Master, dismissing the 
very notion of disobedi-
ence.  We became vigi-
lant, keeping a close 
guard over our gaze, 
ears, speech and even 
our thoughts.  Looking at 
the unlawful, listening to 
it, speaking it, or even 
thinking about it was the 
most distant thing from 
our imagination.  Thus 
we submitted our entire 
being to the command of 
the Almighty, striving to 
win His nearness.  Our-
hearts were ever-aware 
of His grandeur, Our 
hearts became tender 
and replete with feelings 
of love, sympathy and 
concern for humanity. 
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Our chests brimmed with the 
noble sentiments of gener-
osity and forgiveness. We 
were renewing pledges of 
loyalty and devotion, re-
freshing our penance and 
dutifulness… 
Or were we?  
Did we actually experience 
this wonderful journey this 
year, or are we still lingering 
somewhere in the departure 
lounge?  If we didn’t really 
strive to meet the higher ob-
jectives of this blessed 
month, it is time to stop for a 
moment and think about 
what we will feel on Eid, and 
whether we will feel anything 
at all. The true joy of Eid will 
no doubt be felt by those 
who duly exerted them-
selves this month, in propor-
tion to their efforts.  Thus the 
theme of Eid is “rejoicing 
over the God-given ability to 
excel in good deeds.”  This 
theme is outlined in the 
Hadith in which the Prophet 
–peace and blessings of 
Allah upon him- said: When 
your good deeds bring you 
joy and your bad deeds 
bring you sorrow then you 
are a believer (Aḥmad, Ibn 
Ḥibbān, al-Ṭabarānī). An 
indication of a Ramaḍān well 
spent is that the Muslim 
comes out of the month feel-
ing spiritually rejuvenated,  
with mixed feelings of grati-
tude to Allah for enabling 
him or her to spend the 
month properly, along with a 
sadness that the month is 
already passed, plus a new 
vigor to make this year bet-
ter than the last. A sign of a 
Ramaḍān not-so-well-spent 
is thoughts like Phew! It’s 
finally over!  Every year the 
month of Ramaḍān brings a 
message of change and re-
form, and promises to touch 
our lives forever.  It brings 
us glad tidings of reshaping 
lives, restructuring personali-

ties, rebuilding broken 
bridges- but only if we allow 
it to.  Let us push ourselves 
just a little further, and dis-
cover the immense treas-
ures Allah Almighty has in 
store for those who strive for 
His sake.  We will, no doubt, 
be among the ones who will 
truly feel the first of the two 
joys that come with fasting. 
 
The second joy will be on 
the Day of Judgment, when 
all of mankind will be stand-
ing on the same plane, be-
fore the Master of the Day of 
Recompense.  It is there that 
He will unveil the true re-
ward of endure hunger and 
thirst for His sake, the re-
ward no angel could calcu-
late.  “… except for fasting, 
for it exclusively for Me and 
only I can repay it.

They are a 
preamble to the much 
greater celebration that the 
people of fasting will experi-
ence on the Day of Judg-
ment.

Alhamdulillah, with the 
growth of Muslims in BC, a 
new Masjid is under con-
struction in Prince George. 
With this new BCMA pro-
ject, the purchasing of burial 
plots in Prince George are 
also being negotiated with 
various cemeteries. 
 
Listed below are the some 
of the current achieve-
ments of the BCMA Fu-
neral Services: 
To accommodate the broth-
ers and sisters in Nanaimo, 
BCMA has recently ac-
quired an additional 50 
graves with the previous 11 
burial plots at Cedar Valley 
Cemetery, Nanaimo bring-
ing the total graves to 61. 
BCMA offers convenience 
and easy access to burial 
information and request 
forms through online ser-
vices  from our BCMA web-
site. 
The Burial Administrator 
and the V.P Funeral Ser-
vices are available twenty-
four hours by phone to ar-
range a burial when some-
one passes in our Sunni 
Muslim Community. 
With the availability to mod-
ern email, we are able to 
notify a large portion of the 
Muslim community in re-
gards to the name of the 
deceased, time of Janaza 
and location of the cemetery 
which creates well attended 
funeral services for our 
quick immediate burials. 
BCMA funeral services is 
working with CPBC to be-
come the first fully licensed 
Muslim funeral provider in 
BC. 
The BCMA burial adminis-
trator has successfully com-
pleted a two year intensive 
academic and practical fu-
neral director and embalmer 
program as a legal require-
ment for attaining a Funeral 

Service Provider license.  
This will make him the first 
Licensed Sunni Muslim Fu-
neral Director and Em-
balmer in BC. 
The BCMA burial adminis-
trator is currently a Vital 
Statistics District Registrar 
and is able to register 
deaths, issue burial permits 
and provide death certifi-
cates. 
Inshallah, in the near future, 
the BCMA Funeral Office 
located at the Richmond 
Masjid Complex will be able 
to issue death certificates, 
burial permits and register 
the deaths directly from the 
Funeral Office. 
For convenience, the Fu-
neral Office is open Monday 
to Friday 8:00 am to 4:00 
pm as well as on Saturdays 
from 9:00 am to 1:00pm.  
Please call ahead for ap-
pointment and keep in mind 
the office is closed during a 
Janaza. 
Alhamdulillah, BCMA has 
built three large beautiful 
Masjids in lower mainland 
which are equipped with 
Ghusl facilities for the con-
venience of the Muslims.  
The three locations are 
Richmond Jamea Masjid, 
Surrey Jamea Masjid and 
Masjid Al–Salaam, Burnaby.  
Insha Allah, in the near fu-
ture all three locations will 
be fully licensed. 
Masjid Al–Salaam, Burnaby 
has not only completed their 
Ghusl facilities with all the 
required specifications but 
are also in the process of 
constructing a three body 
refrigerated storage area to 
better accommodate our 
Muslim community. 
 
With the overall growth of 
our community, we have 
faced an increase of deaths.  
From August 1, 2009 to July 
31, 2010 the total deaths 
during this fiscal year is 88.  

May Allah (SWT) forgive 
them all and grant them 
Jannatul-Firdous. 
 
During these festive times 
we should not forget to 
make Dua for our brothers 
and sisters who are not with 
us today.  We do not know if 
we, ourselves will be here 
next year to celebrate Eid.  
May Allah (SWT) forgive all 
of us with His mercy.  On 
behalf of myself, my family, 
the burial administrator, the 
branch burial directors and 
the men and women of 
Ghusl committees, we wish 
you all and all your families 
a Happy Eid, Eid Mubarak.

Current facilities for women and men    
The expanding Muslim community of Victoria is no longer able to accommodate the congregation in the two aged 
adjoining homes purchased in 1996. There is a dire shortage of prayer space during Friday prayer and Taraweeh 
People are forced to pray on the balcony, in an unapproved basement, and in the shoe-rack and Wudu areas. A 
recent complaint to the City may trigger closing of the basement and strict limits to the number of persons able to 
attend for Salaat. A redevelopment project estimated to cost $1.56M, has been established of which $430,000 has 
been raised locally. Since the cost of the new project is far in excess of what the largely working class local Muslim 
community can provide, we are obliged to seek financial assistance from our brothers and sisters both nationally 
and internationally. After asking Allah’s help we turn to 
you, our brothers and sisters in Islam for financial assis-
tance in this noble cause.
