No eating or drinking on the bus. 

No littering or depositing of garbage on the 

bus. 

No swearing, intimidating, threatening or abu-

sive language will be tolerated. 

No racial slurs or ethnic insults will be tolerat-

ed. 

Do not vandalize, deface, or damage the interi-

or or exterior of the bus. 

Do not stand or walk while the bus is moving. 

Do not call out to the driver unless there is an 

emergency. 

Do not talk, laugh or shout loudly as it may 

distract the driver. 

The bus driver is the authority on the bus.  Stu-

dents must respect and listen to him at all 

times.

Did You Know… 
Children aged five to twelve need 10-11 hours of sleep. At the same time, 

there is an increasing demand on their time from school (e.g., homework), 

sports and other extracurricular and social activities. In addition, school-

aged children become more interested in TV, computers, the media and 

Internet as well as caffeine products – all of which can lead to difficulty 

falling asleep, nightmares and disruptions to their sleep. In particular, 

watching TV close to bedtime has been associated with bedtime resistance, 

difficulty falling asleep, anxiety around sleep and sleeping fewer hours.
